I. Introductions

C. It was moved by Mahler, seconded by Schuesler that 2 signatures of either the Pres. V.P. or Treasurer be required and authorized to sign all checks.  Some discussion over amount which needs 2 signatures.  Motion passed.

D. It was moved by Siegmann, seconded by Schuesler, to have the Treasurer investigate and transfer the money to the most appropriate account for SEMCA’s use.  Motion passed.

IV. New Business

A. It was determined to meet quarterly on the first Sunday of those months  -  Feb. 5, May 7, Aug. 6, Nov. 5.  The semi-annual membership meetings will be in the spring and fall  -  April 23,   Oct. 15.

B. A committee of Spielberg, Veltema and Siegmann will meet to discuss updates and changes to the bylaws.

C. Goals for 2005-06

i. Rental restriction overlay Ordinance 1131, which is the southeast Marble neighborhood, will have a public hearing with the Planning Commission on Dec. 14, 2005.  Another notice will be put on the marble@re-news.net.  

ii. There will be another informational meeting on Nov. 20, 2005 at the University Christian Church, 310 Hagadorn, regarding Hagadorn turning into 3 lanes.

iii. Family picnic at Patriarch Park is an option, but needs further discussion.

iv. Burcham Park development is always a concern.  It has been determined to be a low use recreational spot.  The Board will keep up on any changes.

v. The Board will encourage the HOAP (Home Ownership Assistance Program) program of E.L.  It is to promote conversion from rental to home ownership, and assistance with home rehabilitation and improvements.

V. Old Business

At this point there is none.

VI. Misc.

A. Pres. Hunt will attend as many city Neighborhood Assoc. meetings as possible.  V.P. Mahler will fill in when necessary.
