New Business

A. Gene Kales was thanked for putting together the Spring Newsletter.  The next newsletter will be in the fall before the Oct. 15 membership meeting.

B. Discussion on the general membership meeting on April 23 included approval of future meetings at Edgewood Church and how to encourage more residents to attend.  Schuesler volunteered to inquire about cost for signs that can be placed throughout 

the neighborhood before SEMCA meetings.

Spielberg volunteered to investigate if a pocket park is possible at the corner of Mt. Vernon & Moorland.  This may be a discussion item at the Oct. membership meeting.
