Stakeholder Individual Response Comments from Public Involvement Session #1

· Investigate the network of bike/pedestrian paths to determine if Hagadorn Road is a key component

· Evaluate user percentages to determine priority of user for Hagadorn Road

· Speeding along Hagadorn Road is a concern

· Cut through traffic is affecting the safety of children and elderly where no sidewalks are present

· Side street turning difficulties presently exist and must be considered

· Opposed to any changes that worsen the condition of the Marble Elementary School drop off/pick up routine such as affecting drop off/pick up patterns, bus turning difficulty, and safety of kids

· Reduction in rear-end crashes and traffic calming are benefits of adding designated turn lane from 3 lane section

· Current configuration has an undesirable shared sidewalk for bikes and pedestrians with no pedestrian crossings

General Public Comments before 6/1/07

· Bike lanes along Hagadorn Road may not be used because this corridor is viewed as dangerous

· Bikers are in favor of bike lanes for safety

· Bikes belong on the road, but it is too dangerous to ride there without designated space

· Bikers desire a recognized, visual space so that motorist treat them respectfully on the roadway

· Bike lanes would make bike travel to campus easier and safer

· Bike/pedestrian friendliness is an important goal especially because of MSU

· Bike lanes would improve access into/out of MSU

· Bike riding enhances community, individuals’ health, reduces air pollution, and improves the economy

· Bike lanes create a larger buffer between pedestrians and vehicles

· Bike lanes would improve access to downtown businesses

· Safe streets and walkability were in the top 3 of 30 attributes of preferred places to live (www.coolcities.com)

· Widening sidewalks along Hagadorn Road would improve biking/walkability

· Current sidewalks are dangerous because of shared usage and residents entering/exiting their driveways

· Bikers are okay with shared sidewalks for bikes and pedestrians

· Designated bike lanes with sidewalks open to pedestrians reflects values of students, residents, and visitors

· Designated turn lane would provide a safe haven for pedestrians crossing Hagadorn Road

· 3 lanes can accommodate the Hagadorn Road ADT , but impacts on residents and quality of life should be considered

· Conversion will reduce vehicle accidents and bike related accidents

· Improved bike, pedestrian, and vehicular safety will result from a 3-lane road

· Slow speeds of traveling motorist if 3 lanes

· Eliminating travel lanes will make it difficult for Hagadorn residents to enter/leave driveways

· Lane reduction would slow traffic

· Traffic back-ups will occur due to bus stops

· Side street turning difficulties exist and will be worse with 3-lane road

· Cut through traffic is affecting the safety of children and elderly where no sidewalks are present

· Left turns without a designated turn lane are dangerous and cause accidents

· Medians/rain gardens would beautify the road while reducing noise and pollution

· Queuing problems will affect residents, schools, drivers

· There are few accidents along Hagadorn Road which warrant a new configuration

· Marble Elementary School has current turning/traffic problems at drop off/pick up times

· The City of Lansing has had success with converting roadway from 4 to 3 lanes

· Hagadorn Road needs to function as a major arterial

· Need to accommodate future traffic projections due to commercial development

General Public Comments after 6/1/07

· Abbott Road conversion has resulted in traffic back-ups and difficulty with turning

· Safety and traffic slowing concern with buses stopping on Hagadorn Road if converted to 3 lanes

· Hagadorn Road needs to function as a major arterial

· Gaps in traffic are needed for pedestrian, bike, and vehicular traffic to cross Hagadorn Road

· There is currently turning problems for residents living along Hagadorn Road (residential driveways, school drop off/pick up)

· Special event traffic would increase back-up lengths on Hagadorn Road if lane numbers were reduced

· Speeding can be addressed by ELPD, especially during school peak times

· Widening the Hagadorn Road Bridge over the Red Cedar is a waste if the traffic is going to be reduced to 3 lanes along Hagadorn Road

· Slower traffic movements along Hagadorn Road caused from the reduction to 3 lanes would hurt businesses

· Need to accommodate future traffic projections due to the East Village Project

· Cut through traffic on side streets increased from Abbott Road conversion and will do the same if Hagadorn Road is converted to 3 lanes

· Side street turning difficulties

· Increased traffic delays for users and residents adjacent to and nearby Hagadorn Road

· Access to daycare and schools along Hagadorn Road

· What is effect on property value of homes on Hagadorn Road if converted to 3 lanes
